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Reading for Friday’s Bible Lesson
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There was a boy named Timothy during the time that the Churcl} was
beginning. His mother, Eunice, and grandmother, Lois, taught him
about God. They taught Timothy many things about God. Timothy
learned and believed that Jesus Christ was God’s Son, the Messiah.

When Timothy was a young man, Paul came to Timothy’s town. Paul
traveled to different cities to preach the good news about Jesus. Paul
needed a special helper who was a faithful follower of Jesus. He needed
someone dependable to take with him on his missionary journeys.

The Christian leaders in Timothy’s town knew that Timothy
would be a good choice to join Paul as a missionary. They may have
recommended Timothy to Paul because of the good example that
Timothy had already set. Paul asked Timothy to join his work, and
they traveled to many places, teaching and preaching about Jesus.

Although Paul and Timothy traveled together, there were times when
Paul left Timothy behind in a particular place. By staying behind,
Timothy could help the people learn more about the Lord. Paul

knew that he could depend on Timothy to lead and teach the people
correctly. When Paul and Timothy were apart, Paul wrote letters to
Timothy to encourage him. Because Timothy was still a young man,
Paul wrote advice for Timothy about how to be wise. Paul encouragd
Timothy to be a strong leader in the Church even while Timorhy

was young.
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As Paul continued his missionary journeys, he helped many people by
teaching them about Jesus death on the cross, His resurrection from
the dead, and God's plan of salvation. Some of the people helped
Paul in return. Lydia, who sold purple dye and things colored purple,
met Paul by a riverside. Paul and his friends spoke to Lydia and other
women who were there. Lydia became a follower of Jesus. Afterwards,
Lydia offered her home to Paul and his companions as a place to stay.

Aquila and Priscilla, a husband and wife, were Jewish Christians who
lived in Corinth. Paul had learned to make tents as a way to earn a
living. Aquila and Priscilla were also tentmakers, so Paul lived and
worked with them at various times. This couple led a small church that
met in their home. Aquila and Priscilla had even risked their lives

for Paul!

Aquila and Priscilla met a Jewish man named Apo//ss. He was someone
who made speeches easily, and he knew the Old Testament very well.
Apollos even taught others what the Scriptures said. But he hadn’t
heard about Jesus. Aquila and Priscilla shared with Apollos the good
news of Jesus, and he became a Christian. From that time on, Apollos
spoke boldly and used the Scriptures to prove to others that Jesus is the
Son of God and the Savior of the world.

Ananias, Paul, Timothy, Lydia, Aquila and Priscilla, and Apollos
were all faithful to tell others about Jesus. Telling people about Jesus
pleases God.
